The United States will be hosting the Eighth Conference of Arctic Parliamentarians in
Fairbanks, Alaska on August 12-14, 2008. The Conference will be organized in
cooperation with the Standing Committee of Parliamentarians of the Arctic Region.

A Conference Statement will be adopted and sent to the governments of the participating
countries as well as to the Arctic Council and other international, intergovernmental, and

interparliamentary organizations.

Formal invitations will be sent out
by United States Senator Lisa Murkowski in the beginning of 2008. Since August is a
